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Some ideas for CA schools

A2.2 The quality of pupils' learning and their progress 
	Highly positive atmosphere

Introduction of CA (Cognitive Acceleration) has significantly improved pupils’ attitudes to learning.  Lesson observations now show the vast majority of pupils demonstrate excellent concentration and are rarely off task, especially in Mathematics/Science/other. They have developed resilience when tackling challenging activities and persevere to find solutions independently.  

Pupils now make excellent progress because

Cognitive Acceleration pedagogy now informs teaching and learning across Maths/Science/other.  Focus on outstanding teaching using CA methodology has improved attitudes to learning and raised results.




A2.3 The quality of learning for pupils with special educational needs and/or disabilities and their progress

	Quality of provision

Mathematics/Science/other at Key Stage X uses Cognitive Acceleration methodology to diagnose and support pupils with particular mathematical/scientific/communication /other difficulties.

 


A2.4 Pupils' achievement and the extent to which they enjoy their learning 

	Enjoyment

Since the introduction of Cognitive Acceleration in Maths/Science/other, pupils have displayed more positive attitudes to learning; they behave well in these lessons and they talk about how much they enjoy learning in this subject.




A2.6 Pupils'  behaviour 

	Pupil behaviour is very good and often outstanding in lessons. 

The introduction of Cognitive Acceleration in Maths/Science/other in Key Stage X has had a positive impact on behaviour thanks to its focus on collaborative learning.  Pupils in these lessons now show improved listening skills and work more effectively with partners and in small groups.



A2.10 The extent to which pupils develop workplace and other skills that will contribute to their future economic well-being 

	Preparation for future education, training and employment is excellent. 
Progress and achievement in Maths/Science/other at Key Stage X over the last three years has improved thanks to the introduction of Cognitive Acceleration in this subject.  The CA lessons have also supported the provision of the basic skills pupils will need in life beyond school including: communication skills, perseverance, the ability to work in teams, problem solving skills.  Its focus on perseverance has also encouraged pupils to become determined to succeed.




A2.11 The extent of pupils'  spiritual, moral, social and cultural development 

	Moral Development

The Cognitive Acceleration lessons in Key Stage X have developed pupils’ understanding of the importance of listening to others and being friendly and supportive.  Pupils are open to new ideas and more appreciative of diverse viewpoints.

Social Development

The introduction of Cognitive Acceleration in Key Stage X has supported the development of social skills through its focus on working in teams and effective communication with peers. The collaborative learning approach has provided pupils with the skills to resolve conflicts intelligently and to seek consensus while accepting alternative approaches.




A3.1  The quality of teaching 

	Evidence for outstanding teaching – the impact

The introduction of Cognitive Acceleration in Maths/Science/other has enabled teachers to develop excellent subject knowledge, and this is applied consistently to challenge pupils.  The peer working approach to CA professional development has also enabled teachers to share this outstanding practice.

The CA training programme has been used to promote deep learning, assessment for learning and to raise achievement.  Teachers have developed an acute awareness of their pupils’ abilities, and now use high quality dialogue to systematically check pupil understanding throughout the lessons.  Teacher interventions now impact more significantly on the quality of learning.




A3.2 The use of assessment to support learning 

	Use of CA lessons in Key Stage X enables an AfL approach to learning, allowing teachers to diagnose subject difficulties and plan clear detailed steps for improvement, whilst supporting pupils in developing an understanding of their own methodology for learning.

Professional development for CA has improved the questioning skills of staff who now consistently check pupils’ understanding and scaffold next steps.




A3.3 The extent to which the curriculum meets pupils' needs, including, where relevant, through partnerships 

	The introduction of CA at Key Stage X has made Maths/Science/other innovative, relevant, exciting and highly motivating.  The initiative has enabled teachers to be innovative in supporting wider curriculum delivery through collaborative learning, pupil-led problem solving and discussion based-enquiry.
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
